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1. Foreword

The European Marine Casualty Information Platform (EMCIP) was established based on the provisions of article 17
of the European Directive 2009/18/EC, to serve the Member States and the Commission as an electronic database
to store and provide data for analysis and interface amongst them. Thus, EMCIP can be accessed by the

Commission and EMSA as wellastheent i t | ed by the Member Stateso6 investig

2. Data and taxonomy

EU and EFTA Member States have an obligation to store all data on marine casualties and incidents in EMCIP. To
achieve this, a number of specific information has to be inserted in the platform. The occurrences inserted are
categorized in two main groups according to the occurrence type: notifications and investigations.

The minimum data stored on EMCIP per occurrence, provide the requested information according to the mandatory
notification data requested in Annex Il of the Directive and the definitions provided by Resolution MSC.255 (84) of
the IMO and MSC-MEPC.3 Circular 3, as amended. Moreover, a complementary taxonomy of data has been
created by EMSA to facilitate the depictionary layout and analytical ergonomy of each occurrence inserted in the
platform. The taxonomy comprises a series of values that provide a certain standard of details available for use and
analysis, in terms of safety investigations and safety reports or case studies, based on the input of the investigative
bodies or other entitled authorities of the Member States involved in the reporting of marine casualties.

In order to better understand this taxonomy, the present document compiles the different values that can be used
to describe an occurrence. Main available categories can be found in Annex | and the main values within each
category in Annex Il

The types of data inserted vary from manually inserted to selectable ones from a predefined list. However such lists
may sometimes be quite extensive, especially for specific values such as states and ports, without offering any
added value in technical terms, thus they were not included in the present document. A relative reference is
however made under those specific attributes.

Attributes in Annex |l that have to be manually inserted by the user d o nhave any predefined values, they are then
included in the document without a list of value subcategories.

However, the absence of subcategories of values is not a sufficient condition to determine whether an attribute is
manual insertion; some attributes that have no subcategories may be selected from a predefined list, with simple
possible values (e.g. Yes, No, N/A or Unknown). The values of such attributes are omitted in Annex Il. Moreover,
some attributes may take values from a predefined list that is common among more than one attributes. Such lists
are not repeated, but a relative reference for the list of values is made.

It is to be noted that the way the information was arranged in the documenti s based on a fAgroup
approach, similarly to the Annex | of the Directive 2009/18/EC. I n some c as es theeéxistingdayauts n 6 t

Finally, the attributes related to the administrative module and the metadata (workflow, users, etc.) are not included
in this document, as they are not related to the accident investigation purposes.
