1. Fuel EU Report (FEU RP) - Verified as Satisfactory

2. Initial Compliance Balance (ICB) generated in Fuel EU Report Module

3. Compliance Balance Module » 

Adjusted Compliance Balance (ACB) = ICB +/- Previous Period surplus/deficit (Bank/Borrowing)

4. Flexibility Mechanism

5. Verified Compliance Balance (positive or negative)

6. Payment of Penalties (when due)

7. Document of Compliance issuance

In Fuel EU Report page, the system has

Companies are active on this process directly entering data 
into THETIS MRV, which will then be reviewed by the verifier.



Pooling Requirements and Rules
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• The participating ship is within the scope of FuelEU: ships above 5000 GT and that carry cargo or

passengers, with at least one EEA port call in at least one Reporting Period from 2025, are in scope of

FuelEU Regulation.

• The ship did not borrow compliance within the current Verification Period;

• The ship is not included in another pool of Compliance Balance for GHG intensity;

• The sum of the initial Compliance Balance of the ships included in the pool is positive or zero (including

banking and borrowing from previous periods);

• Ships in the pool must possess a valid Verification Report from the recent Verification Period during which

they were within the scope of FuelEU.

• Attention!

Rules for pooling allocation:
A ships that has a compliance deficit must not have a higher compliance deficit after the allocation;
Ships with compliance surpluses must not have a compliance deficit after the allocation.



Specific Pooling Workflow
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• Just the Compliance Balance is recorded. Any commercial agreements are performed outside the system.

• Each Company is responsible to communicate the FM arrangements to its Verifier

1. In the event of a Pool, the "starting" Company (namely the “Pool Company”) sets the Pool

2. The other Companies involved should confirm the arrangements

3. Once the pool outcome is Verified, it can still be revised only as long as no pooled ship has a Verified CB (meaning CB must still

be in draft or under revision status).

4. For all the ships involved in a pool, it is not possible to advance in the process before the Pool status is “Verified as satisfactory”
